Young People’s Problems

Everybody says youth is probably the best time of young
life, because being young means romance, love, new
discoveries and so on.

But it is also the most difficult time because you have to
make some very important decisions, which will_influence the
future life. Things are not easy nowadays even for adults, but
for adolescents, who have to find their own place in the society,
it’s very difficult.

One of the actual youth problems is hardness to get a proper
education. In school some teachers require students to walk in a
straight line of conformity from class to class. As a result there
are teens who try to avoid involvement in school life, evade
responsibility, live with emphasis on the present. Their record
as “a difficult child” cheapens them and_pursues all the time.
Some youngsters have inferiority complex because of lack of
acquirements. They have vivid imagination and think that it
makes no sense to get anywhere. For that matter with a touch of
resentment they are aware that life applies certain standards to
them, further education i1s_inaccessible and they won’t be able to
work themselves up to a good position. They take offence, nurse
grievances, get out of the rat race. For the time being they don’t
realize that problems are temporary! They_just take a look at the
real world, which demonstrates that unemployment in
adolescence is another great problem which they might face.
Dispirited young people express a high level of frustration over
small things , some of them turn to crime and even become
juvenile delinquents.

Why are young people committing crimes? Among the causes
psychologists mention: home background, lack of parent
authority, poor parent-child relationship, negligence, parents’




spanking, psychological wounds, bad neighborhood conditions,
peer pressure and inhibitions. 13

The stress of being young is often not understood or even
recognized, and that can make a person feel alone and isolated
even in prosperous families, in which parents bring up their kids
following advice from child-care manuals. Permissive parents
try to "befriend" their children rather than parent them. The
truth 1s that no one can solve another person’s problems. But
tolerance, sympathy and support can help a young person see a
light at the end of a very dark tunnel.
