Course summary:

The course “Contrastive Grammar” is compulsory for students who work towards their BA
degree majoring in English. The course aims at developing in students an understanding of the
key concepts of English grammar in comparison with their Ukrainian counterparts as well as
exploring practical ideas in order to help students better integrate into the English language
teaching and translation practices. The course features such professionally oriented issues as
the place of Contrastive Grammar in the architecture of modern linguistics, allomorphic and
isomorphic features of English and Ukrainian parts of speech and their grammatical categories,
English and Ukrainian syntax and approaches to studying it — structural, semantic,
communicative and pragmatic.

Competencies

Integral competency: ability to solve complex professional and research problems in the field of
linguistics, Contrastive Grammar in particular.

General competencies:

- ability to think critically and be self-critical;



- ability to study and to acquire present-day knowledge;

- ability to search, process, and critically analyze information from various sources;

- ability to identify, formulate and solve philological problems;

- ability to work in a team and on one’s own,

- ability to communicate in English;

- aptitude for abstract thinking, analysis and synthesis;

- ability to apply knowledge in real-life situations;

- command of information and communication technologies.

Professional competencies:

- knowledge of the structure of Philology and its theoretical tools;

- ability to use the knowledge of the English language theory in professional activities;
- ability to collect, analyze, systematize and interpret linguistic (grammatical) facts, provide
grammatical interpretation of text and discourse;
